From the Pastor 
Dear Friends: 

 In the past several months, we have had the necessity of replacing two of the four trus-

tees that serve the parish. This was necessitated by the death of both Jim Byrne and Carol 

Brown in November. I am grateful that Dick Dorr and Anne Wall have agreed to serve in their 

place. 

 Now, another trustee has been appointed. Joan Wood, who replaced Barbara Bagnall 

after she died in 2000, has asked to step down. I have accepted her request, effective July 1, and 

in the name of the parish, I extend our gratitude for her selfless service these past ten years. Ef-

fective July 1, I have appointed Cathy Dondanville to serve as a trustee of the parish for a term 

of three years, renewable once. In the past trustees were appointed either for life or they served 

at the pleasure of the pastor. The Archdiocese of Hartford has established a policy whereby 

trustees serve three-year terms. This is a good arrangement in that it does not put too heavy a 

burden on a single individual and affords others to serve their parish as a trustee. 

 Another matter of pressing importance presents itself. In the past week or so, we have 

experienced a problem with theft, even burglary. Apparently, someone has entered Josephine

other personal possessions. I would also urge you not to leave any valuables in your car while 

in church and to make sure that your car is locked.
